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Objectives Overview:

Students will critically engage several genres of literature including: novels, drama, short story, creative non-fiction, and poetry. This course concentrates on reading, writing, speaking, listening, and observational analysis. The writing process is an important focus with emphasis on focus, support, organization, and conventions. Writing skills are developed using the writing process in various creative, critical, and personal response assignments. Vocabulary and grammar are  integrated contextually into the readings.
